Regional conflict is all around us and
has come into our country, as you have
probably seen in the news. While we
feel safe here in our city, everyone here
has friends or family in one of the other
countries affected, so concern is high.
Pray for us as we encourage them to find
God’s peace!

Two local believers, N and F, who we
began meeting with a year ago, have
been married for 10 years. After seeing
initial improvements in their marriage,
they stopped meeting with us until a
huge crisis erupted a few months ago,
and now, they are back meeting with us.
Pray for them to be open to God’s work.
Counseling is not a big thing here at all,
and there are very few trained counselors.
The enemy is working against marriages
here. Will you pray for us as we meet with
and counsel individuals and couples—for
wisdom and insight into what is going on
in the depths of their hearts?

One ministry organization here had a
major internal conflict two years ago. In
December, this conflict again reared its
ugly head, and we have again spent hours
helping them work to resolve this. It is

one of two ministries here that are in the
middle of conflict. The enemy is trying to
bring discord within organizations here!
Will you pray that they become willing to
move forward into forgiveness?

One of our friends is struggling inter-
nally, asking how and why Jesus would
die for our sins. It has been almost a
year and a half since she chose to follow
Jesus, and Satan has been after her mind,
emotions, and will since that decision.
Will you pray that she embraces what she
already knows about God and that she
will be protected from those who cause
her to cast doubt on what she wants to
believe about God?

We just finished the month of Ra-
madan, and many of our friends were
fasting to draw nearer to their god. Their
internal struggle to know and please a
god who they see as mean, angry, and
ready to punish them is revived during
Ramadan, but afterward life reverts to the
status quo of daily life. Please pray for
our friends—that while seeking their god,
they would find Jesus instead!
